Every Morning (Monday–Friday): Morning Sports with Mr. B and Kyle
Open to all year groups, our Morning Sports club is the perfect way for children to ease into the school day. Children will have the chance to work alongside other year groups, compete for small prizes, and experience a positive, healthy start to their day.
